Recycling:  
 

NEPRESSO: Many of you will have a Nespresso coffee pod machine at home, in your caravan or 
holiday home. The used pods are recyclable and the Visitor Centre has a box to put them in. Only 
the Nespresso brand pods can be collected for recycling. The reason for this is that they are 
made entirely from Aluminium (unlike some other brands, apparently). You can collect your pods in 
any sort of container, which can be placed in the box, but when you order or purchase your next 
coffee pods, check out the recycling bag available from Nespresso.  
 

The trailer that was available in the yard adjacent to the Visitor Centre has been replaced with a 
white plastic cube with a metal, lift-up lid. This doesn’t have the capacity of the trailer but it is  
emptied on a regular basis. Should you be unable to place your papers (dry, flat-packed and tied 
with string) in the container, please report this to the Visitor Centre staff during opening hours or, if 
the Centre is closed, leave your paper bundles under the shelter. Soft plastics can also be placed 
in the container, but it is important that these are clean and appropriately packed, or this service 
will be discontinued. It is important to recycle as much as we can to reduce the amount of rubbish 
going into landfill so if you are unable to deliver your papers to the yard please place in your yellow 
recycling bin.  
 

Stansbury also has a bottle and can recycling depot “Stansbury Recycling” for all your refundable 
items and glass bottles. Alternatively, they can be placed in the “cages” dotted around town and 
the blue and yellow bins in the Caravan Parks, the proceeds of which are distributed to those com-
munity groups and sporting clubs who participate in the collection. 
 

The Visitor Information Centre has a “Planet Ark” recycling box for all your used printer cartridges 
as well as a container for recycling the following items: 
 

• The little plastic bread bag sealers 

• Aluminium can pull tabs 

• Plastic screw bottle tops 

• Used biros – no ink 
Colgate items (odd but true!) – empty tubes, boxes, and toothbrushes 
 

A limited number of the “Scribble” is printed and made available from the town businesses and the 
Visitor Centre. For those who prefer, it is available to read online at www.stansburysa.com  or, if 
you miss out and don’t have internet access, you can always come into the Visitor Information 
Centre and pick up a copy. You can also be added to the list to receive your copy via email, just 
contact Diana to provide your details.

Autograph Books 1910-1913         
 by Rowena Smith  

If you are a child of the 1950’s and 60’s you may remember autograph books. 
It is an absolute treat to have the opportunity to browse a folder of copies of pages from au-
tograph books kept by locals between 1910 and 1913. Being presented in a folder allows 
them to be easily disinfected and COVID 19 compliant as well as preserving the originals 
which are on display in a glass cabinet.  
 
The fad of keeping autograph books has its origin way back in the 1500’s in the German 
speaking regions of Europe. Initially they were kept as evidence of credentials and  
signatures of intellectual associates. They later declined as scholarly records but re-emerged 
as sentimental and friendship records particularly among young women. They were passed 
around family and friends for their contributions. The books were usually small enough to slip 
easily into a young woman’s reticule or handbag. The many entries are in verse form and 
some are quite elaborately illustrated, one even accompanied by musical notation. 
 
Some espouse wisdom or moral messages. A 1911 example rings just as true today. 

“Do what you can, being what you are 
                  Shine like a glow-worm, if you cannot like a star 

             Work like a pulley, if you cannot like a crane 
               Be a wheel greaser, if you cannot drive a train” 

 
Other’s make social comment “Little drops of water  
                                                  Dropped into milk 
                                                  Makes a milkman’s daughter 
                                                  Walk about in silk” 
 
In 1910 a personal message to a beloved was accompanied by a coloured illustration. 

“Take Red Carnations, dear from me 
 And let them tell my love for thee” 

 
A common final entry on the last page of the book was “By hook or by crook 

                                                                        I’ll be last in the book” 
 
In one of these books a cheeky local lad had squeezed in “Not you, but me” 
 
The handwriting in these entries ranges from exquisite copper plate, to gentle flowing text or 
hastily written, untidy scrawl. In many ways, these autograph books formed a function similar 
to aspects of social media today.
