Recycling:  
 

NEPRESSO: Many of you will have a Nespresso coffee pod machine at home, in your caravan or 
holiday home. The used pods are recyclable, but in the past the only way to do this was to return 
them to the Rundle Mall Store (most inconvenient for most of us). Well, the Visitor Centre now has 
a recycling box for used pods. Only the Nespresso pods can be collected. The reason for this is 
that they are made entirely from Aluminium (unlike some other brands, apparently). You can  
collect your pods in any sort of container, which can be placed in the box, but when you order or 
purchase your next coffee pods, check out the recycling bag sold by Nespresso.  
As I indicated previously, I would try a Nespresso recycling bag when I next ordered my coffee 
pods. Well, I have and it works for me. I bought a few extra so if you would like to try one, pop in 
and see me. They cost 50c each. 
 

PLEASE NOTE THAT ONLY “NESPRESSO”  PODS CAN BE PLACED IN THE RECYCLING BOX 
 
 

A reminder that newspapers (dry, flat-packed and tied with string) can be placed in the covered 
trailer in the Tidy Towns yard adjacent to the Visitor Centre. It is important to recycle as much as 
we can to reduce the amount of rubbish going into landfill so if you are unable to deliver your  
papers to the yard please place in your yellow recycle bin.  
 
 
Stansbury also has a bottle and can recycling depot “Stansbury Recycling” for all your refundable 
items. Alternatively, they can be placed in the “cages” dotted around town and the blue and  
yellow bins in the Caravan Parks, the proceeds of which are collected and the funds distributed 
to community groups. 
 

The Visitor Information Centre has a “Planet Ark” recycling box for all your used printer  
cartridges. 
 

A limited number of the “Scribble” is printed and made available from the town businesses and 
the Visitor Centre. For those who prefer, it is available to read online at www.stansburysa.com  
or, if you miss out and don’t have internet access, you can always come into the Visitor Infor-
mation Centre and pick up a copy.

The Annual General Meeting of the Stansbury Museum will be held on Friday 20th of July 2018, 
in the Stansbury Museum at 9 A.M. The meeting is open for anyone who would like to attend. It 
would be lovely to see some new faces. This last month we have had several groups of visitors 
from different organisations come to visit our Museum. The Balaclava Plains Men’s Group, the 
S.Y.P. Veteran and Vintage and Classic and Trucks Motor Cycle Club and  the Maitland  
Automobile Preservation Society and the Triumph Car Club.   It was very exciting to see and 
take photos of all the old and different types of vehicles which were proudly displayed. Our  
feedback from all the visitors was extremely gratifying. Our Museum display at the Stansbury 
Eldercare Elanora Rural Day held recently was also a great success. 
We do not have an old style Ice Chest in our Museum, does anyone have one tucked away in a 
shed somewhere that they would be willing to let us have to display?  
LAST MONTH’S RIDDLE;

No not a Fruit Medley ............. A House full of gadgets.( a blackberry is a type of mobile phone ; 
Apple make I Phones, I Pads, Lap top Computers)  
TOWN LORE;  
Continuing in our Stansbury Museum Collections Room this month I will tell you about our  
fantastic Badge Collection. Many years ago, in the early 1900’s one of the main ways used to 
raise money for various organisations, or for specific causes, was the production and selling of 
a badge with relevant information on it about the specific cause it was representing and raising 
money for. (Red Cross, Support the War Effort, Adelaide Children’s Hospital, Salvation Army, to 
name a few). The badges were usually made of hard cardboard or metal, with a pin/catch 
mechanism. Our Badge Collection is comprised of nearly 160 different badges, with the oldest 
ones being a Badge of the SS Ceres, which was made in 1910, our next is the Dalrymple  
Soldiers Memorial Badge 1912, this was made to celebrate the opening of the Memorial Rooms 
at the Stansbury Institute in Weaver Street. The Captain Harry J Butler AFC badge was made in 
1919, the Unley Medallion badge was made in 1919 to celebrate the Jubilee of Unley being  
proclaimed a Town. The Peace Medal was produced after the end of World War I in 1919 also. 
These are our oldest badges, we have many more representing lots of  various organisations, 
and all produced for raising funds for very worthwhile causes. We have been very lucky in 
amassing such a large and varied collection, this is largely due to the generosity of several of 
our local families. I’m wondering how many of you  have probably got some old badges at home 
in a drawer or box that you have collected over the years and forgotten about? If you do have 
any and have no use for them, we would be delighted to display them for you in our Museum. 
I’m also certain that many of you have actually been involved in sitting outside a shop or shop-
ping mall selling badges to raise money for a good cause, I certainly have.  Unfortunately the 
old style of badges has been replaced with a badge with a separate press stud like pin to keep it 
in place on clothing. Indeed over the past 10 years or so the methods of raising money has 
changed to Raffles, Telethons, and/or buying Tickets to win prizes. Real badges are still sold on 
specific days, Anzac Day and Remembrance Day.   Indeed Australians are well known for their 
generosity in supporting worthy causes.    
  

Recently our Museum received some old family hand written letters containing lots of  
information about various sites in Stansbury, some of the Stansbury Museum Committee  
members did not know about these.  Unfortunately most of these have been long gone. There 
was a  Government Water Tank built . This was used to provide water for the townspeople as 
well as the animals pulling the carts and drays with goods to go to the Jetty to be transported 
away by boat.
